V. DISCUSSION
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1. Mayor

Mayor Miyagishima said it was brought up during the election last year, if we should have a Citizens
Review Board regarding the Police Department but I have concerns with that because it might
becoming political. I would suggest hiring someone who has a law enforcement background to hear
some of the concerns with our Police Department. I would caution against a Citizens Review Board.

Terrence Moore, City Manager said we have spoken about this issue previously and this person
could be hired on a contractual basis and could address individuals concerns with the Police
Department.

Councillor Small said we need to consider all the options and decide if anything is needed at all; I
think it is too soon to decide on this issue right now.

Councillor Silva said I have visited with the Albuquerque Police Department and I spoke with Mr.
Bill Deaden and he said he would be glad to come down here and address the Council on their hybrid
model. I would suggest having an exploratory committee to recommend which way we should go.

Councillor Thomas said we need to have someone who will look into more than just the concerns
with the Police Department.

Terrence Moore said we can have a staff presentation on this issue at the August 11 work session.
Councillor Connor said maybe we should include the County Sheriff in this work session.

Mayor Miyagishima said that would be nice but we need to focus on the Las Cruces Police
Department.

Councillor Small asked when is our joint session with the County?

Terrence Moore said we are working to schedule a date sometime in July but we are looking at July
15%,

Councillor Small said I think it is a good idea to include the sheriff in these discussions.

Terrence Moore said we will have dialog administratively with Sheriff Todd Garrison prior to the
August 11" work session and get their opinion on their participation.

Mayor Miyagishima said I met with a gentleman named Don Watson about ten years who was a
consultant and he told me about a company in Germany that used the steam underground as energy.
The company didn’t do too good ten years ago but now we have more concerns with energy. I
recently met with him again and I would like to have him come before us and give us ideas on how
to make Las Cruces the solar capital of the United States. I attended the Mayors Institute on Design
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in Portland, Oregon and I brought up our issue with the flood control dam behind Telshor and their
designers gave me some great ideas on what to do with that area. I will probably be bringing
someone here to discuss these ideas with us.

2. City Council
a.) Councillor Comments.

Councillor Silva said I want to thank Representative Andy Nunez for bringing in the funding to help
with the Fred Way Project. I would like to compliment everyone who is responsible for bringing the
Prairie Home Companion event to Las Cruces.

Councillor Connor said we received a letter from Marlene Mayfield thanking the City for our work
on the french drain located at the corner of Lucern and Rolly Road in Mesilla Park. The five kids that
I was mentoring in the Today’s Kids Tomorrow’s Future program have graduated and three of them
are attending Community College, one is getting ready to attend the LCFD academy and the other
one is registered to attend NMSU. I was very proud to be a part of their lives.

Councillor Small said I received a publication called “Nations Cities Weekly” and there was an
article on green resources energizing cities economy which stated very interesting statistics on the
creation of jobs. There is going to be windy conditions on Wednesday and I would encourage
everyone to go out to Burns Lake to see the conditions of the blowing dust in that area.

Councillor Jones said some time ago I was appointed to the New Mexico Sports Authority and we
just had our first meeting which was very successful. Mike Johnson, I appreciate your help with the
french drain problems in the Elks Club area. I received an email asking me to thank Mr. Johnson and
Mr. Denmark for the new park equipment in the Las Colinas area. I am excited about all the projects
for parks. I spoke with graduates of the Vista Middle School G.R.E.A.T. program which is a program
to help students stay away from gangs and I would like to thank the Las Cruces Police Department
and the Public Schools for their work with this program.

Councillor Thomas said I would like to inform everyone that there won’t be a District 6 meeting this
week. I won’t be attending the June 9" meeting because I will be in Sante Fe attending a Municipal
League course. I will also be attending a Governor’s Institute on how to strengthen the length on
land use and transportation decisions and how to create a procedure for open space preservation. 1
had some inquires from constituents who are interested in doing some work on the lighting ordinance
and I would like to get a consensus on having a work session on that ordinance.

Terrence Moore said there is some research being done on that issue and we will be able to discuss
it at the August 11 work session.

Councillor Thomas said I received several calls about the Home Owners Association agreement
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which is due to expire soon and they are concerned with what will happen next. I would like to let
them know that we are looking into it and we will be having meetings soon on that issue.

Mayor Miyagishima said I would like to remind everyone that there is going to be a Blood Drive and
Ident-A-Child event on June 7™ at Veterans Park from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.

Councillor Archuleta said there was a Food Drive at the Las Cruces Post Office and I would like to
thank the mail carriers for their work on collecting canned food for these non-profit organizations.

There was a truck that ran into one of my constituent’s backyard at 2:00 a.m. and she asked me to
thank Mr. Johnson for his help with this situation.

Councillor Connor said we need to recognize Mayor Pro-tem Archuleta on her E.S.G.R. Award.

Councillor Silva said there is going to be construction between Hoagland, Alameda and Valley.

Terrence Moore, City Manager introduced Lindsey Bilovesky, an intern graduate student who will
be assisting in research for City operations.

a.) Update on Status of Citywide Swimming Pool Enhancement Program.

Brian Denmark, Facilities Director gave a presentation on the updates for the East Mesa Pool and
said the Park and Recreation Advisory Board has selected three names for the East Mesa Pool which
we will be bringing forward a resolution with the primary name of “East Mesa Oasis Pool” to
Council but Council can amend the resolution if it wishes to select one of the other two names for
the pool. We are working on the restroom restoration project for Frenger Pool. We are continuing
with the same design for the Regional Recreation and Aquatic Center and are getting ready to go out
for bid in different phases.

Councillor Archuleta asked is the design for the East Mesa Pool like the design of the new Laabs
Pool and what is being done to protect against the wind?

Brian Denmark said the color scheme is going to be different and there will probably be a solid wall
or screening to protect against the blowing sand.
